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Передмова

Вивчення іноземної мови в сучасному світі виступає однією із найважливіших складових успішної людини. Головною метою практикуму «Завдання з перевірки мовленнєвої діяльності студентів на заняттях з практичного курсу англійської мови» є перевірка рівня сформованості комунікативної спроможності студентів у сферах професійного та ситуативного спілкування в усній і писемній формах, навичок практичного володіння іноземною мовою в різних видах мовленнєвої діяльності в обсязі тематики, що зумовлена програмними вимогами.
Завдання практикуму відповідають рівню В1 – В2 згідно з Загальноєвропейськими Рекомендаціями з мовної освіти.
Практикум складається з 16 тем, які відповідають темам, що вивчаються у підручниках Focus 3 та Focus 4. А саме: Focus 3 (Looks; Just do it!; Going places; Eat up; One world; Get well; In the spotlight; Good citizens); Focus 4 (Do your best; 2. It takes all sorts; A place to live; The cost of living; The world at your feet; True or false? ; Log on; Around the globe).
Кожна тема містить завдання на перевірку основних видів мовленнєвої діяльності студентів, а саме: говоріння, читання, аудіювання та письма.
Автори навчального видання ставлять перед собою наступні завдання:
1. Надати практичну допомогу студентам під час вивчення тем підручників Focus 3 та Focus 4.
2. Перевірити сформованість видів мовленнєвої діяльності з вивчених тем.
3. Сприяти накопиченню словникового запасу студентів.
4. Розвивати уміння користуватися граматичними формами і конструкціями у діалогічному, монологічному мовленні та письмовій формі.
Матеріали пропонованого видання допоможуть студентам практично закріпити навички володіння лексичними одиницями у певних сферах людської діяльності відповідно до програми курсу; теоретично і практично оволодіти запланованими для курсу граматичними темами; сприймати на слух аутентичні тексти відповідно до тематики курсу та мати навички відтворення інформації у текстовому форматі; викласти думку з дотриманням параметрів комунікативності та мовної правильності; читати, розуміти і перекладати аутентичні тексти; вести бесіду на тематику розмовних тем.
При підборі різних видів вправ були використані нові методики, ідеї і підходи, запропоновані в навчальних посібниках зарубіжних авторів.
Практикум передбачає діяльність як під керівництвом викладача, так і самостійну роботу студентів.

As you get ready to go out, you glance in the mirror for a final check of your look. You’re happy with what you see. The hair is neat and nicely styled, your complexion is tanned and your smile could make any Hollywood actor jealous. Later in the evening, you are more than happy to pose when friends get their phones out to take photos. The next day, however, when the photos appear on social networking sites, you are horrified. You don’t recognise the person you are looking at. How can that be you? The nose looks far too big, the skin too white and the hair is all over the place! So just why do we look different in photos to how we imagine ourselves to be? There isn’t just one reason. Firstly, people often look better early in the evening than later on. You have probably just come out of the shower, brushed your hair and put on your elegant clothes. If there was something wrong, you would do something about it and then admire yourself again. When the photos are taken, you may be tired or perhaps full after a good meal. Your hair may not look quite so good as it did. Often, when people get home and look in the mirror, they think: “I look terrible”. It’s just that, being home and alone, it doesn’t matter. Another reason is to do with angles. In the mirror, we see our nose, mouth and chin from above. This is more flattering than looking up from below. We also turn slightly and smile trying to get the best look possible. Unfortunately, our friends probably aren’t as careful. Photos are taken when we aren’t ready, often from the wrong position. You could watch carefully to see when someone is going to take a photo and pose for it but, although the photos might look better, your evening won’t be very relaxing. Finally, we all have a tendency to measure and compare ourselves against others. Why is it that other people always look better in photos than we do? Even people who aren’t as good-looking, or don’t wear such stylish clothes as you? The reason for this is that you could see them all evening, so you know exactly what they looked like. The photos of them are not unexpected in any way. However, when you look at a photo of yourself, you are comparing it not to how you really looked that evening, but to your own idealized image of yourself that you have in your own head. In that version of yourself, your skin is clear and fresh-looking, your hair is neatly in place, and your clothes flatter you. So what can we do about it? On the one hand, for all the reasons above, photos of ourselves will rarely please us. There’s a reason why many celebrities do everything they cannot to be photographed in public. On the other hand, you should remember that your friends feel exactly the same. So, when they look at photos of you, they will be as jealous of you as you are of them. Take comfort from that but maybe avoid looking at photos taken of you which appear on other people’s social networking pages.

BETHANY HAMILTON – SOUL SURFER 
Bethany Hamilton was definitely born with the sea in her blood. Her parents, who were enthusiastic surfers, had moved to Hawaii before she was born so that they could spend more time in the water. With her parents and two older brothers, she started learning to surf almost as soon as she could walk. (1) ______ So, it was no surprise when, on the night before Halloween in 2003, she went for an evening’s surfing with her friends. The waves weren’t very high and she was just lying on her board, relaxing, when a three-metre-long tiger shark came up from below and bit off her left arm. Thanks to her quick-thinking friends, Bethany survived despite losing a large amount of blood. (2) ______ When she came to after the operation, her first words were “When can I surf again?” She didn’t have to wait long. On November 26th, she returned to the sea on her surfboard and, in January 2004, she entered her first competition since the attack. Around the same time as she was returning to surfing competitions, Bethany was also busy with appearances on television and in newspaper interviews. (3) ______ She was a modest person by nature, and didn’t enjoy all the attention. But, eventually, she realised that it gave her an opportunity to tell people about her life and her beliefs. In the same year, 2004, she wrote her autobiography: Soul Surfer: A true story of faith, family and fighting to get back on the board. This brought her story to a much wider audience. Despite still being a young teenager with her own disability, Bethany was determined to help others who had even worse problems. (4) ______ This country had suffered badly from a tsunami in December 2004 and desperately needed international help. Bethany went there and was able to help local people overcome their fear of the water. Bethany won her first national surfing competition in 2005 and she turned professional two years later. Although surfing takes up a lot of her time, she has other passions. She works hard to raise money for several charities. (5) ______ In 2011, her amazing story was made into a film and, once again, Bethany was able to reach an even wider audience and has become a role model for many people with disabilities. Water is vital. Between 55 and 60 per cent of the adult body is made of it and every living cell needs it to keep functioning. In normal conditions, the human body can only survive three or four days without water. We need water to stay alive, yet there are billions of people all over the world who do not have access to safe drinking water. 
World Water Day
The first World Water Day was celebrated in 1993. It was first proposed at the United Nations (UN) conference on environment and development in Rio de Janeiro in 1992 and has been celebrated annually on 22 March since then. Every year the UN releases its World Water Development Report on or around this date. Each year has a different theme, looking at things like the role of clean water in the world of work, ways to stop wasting water, finding ways to supply water to underprivileged groups and so on. 
Safe water is a human right
Clean drinking water is fundamental. But it is also vital for sanitation and hygiene. It is estimated that more than 700 children under the age of seven die every day from illnesses linked to unsafe water and poor sanitation. The right to water and sanitation was recognised as a human right by the UN General Assembly in 2010. However, there are still at least 2.1 billion people around the world who live without safe water in their homes. These include rural communities, people who have been displaced due to war and local conflicts and areas where climate change is making water more and more scarce.
The problems facing communities without water
Apart from the obvious health issues, a lack of accessible clean water means that people – often women and children – spend hours every day walking to and from distant water supplies. This means they don't have time to dedicate to work, studies and other domestic duties. The search for water becomes their main occupation. And people who are not able to walk to get their own water are particularly vulnerable.  
For many people, access to water has become increasingly difficult due to increased demand for a finite resource. According to figures released by the UN, around 4 billion people – nearly two-thirds of the world's population – experience severe water scarcity during at least one month of the year. It is believed that by 2030 as many as 700 million people worldwide could be displaced by intense water scarcity.
What are the solutions?
There are many charities working on creating sustainable supplies of clean water at a grass-roots level for different communities around the world, and this important work needs to continue and to expand. But the fundamental problem of increasing demand for a limited resource can only be addressed by more efficient use of water, especially in industry and agriculture. Waste-water recycling, capturing rainwater, more efficient irrigation techniques and reforestation are all examples of how water can be used more efficiently.
What we can do to help
As individuals, what we can do to help is support charities, raise awareness, take part in the World Water Day events that are happening all around the world and, of course, be careful with how we use water in our own lives. Visit the UN World Water Day website to find out about an event near you. Follow #worldwaterday on social media and help spread the word about this incredibly important issue.

Reality TV is extremely popular in the UK. At their best, these programmes give us a good look into the lives of different people in Britain. At their worst, they are a very cheap way to make programmes and sometimes involve people behaving very badly. Here’s a selection of some of the UK’s reality TV shows.
Strictly Come Dancing
In the show a celebrity learns to dance with a professional dancer. Every week they have to learn a different ballroom dance such as the tango, the waltz or the cha cha cha and perform it live on TV on Saturday night. Four judges, who are all professional dance experts, give the celebrities scores and they comment on their dances. After that, the public call in and vote for their favourite couple. The two least favourite then have to dance again and the judges decide who stays in the competition and who leaves. This is a very popular show with small children, teenagers and adults of all ages.
Shattered
A group of young people live in a house for a week and must stay awake. Each day there are tests to see how well they can function, even though they are totally exhausted. They must leave the house if they fall asleep. Viewers vote on who stays in the house and text their comments every day.
Come Dine with Me
Each week four people prepare dinner in their home for the other contestants. Each competitor then gives the cook a score out of 10 for the food and entertainment. The winner gets a £1,000 cash prize. Sometimes the food is terrible and the contestants are very rude to each other.
World’s Strictest Parents
Badly behaved British teens are sent abroad to live with a super-strict family for a week. The teenagers have to follow the rules of their host family and go to the local school. After seven days the teenagers return home and their parents tell us if their behaviour is better. There is often a lot of crying and shouting in this show but it can be incredibly funny too.
Don't Tell the Bride
The groom (the man who is going to get married) has to arrange the wedding without the help of his bride (the woman he is going to marry). He has to choose the location, the dress, the flowers, the cake, the music … everything, in fact! The groom is always very stressed and worried. Usually the bride is very happy with the wedding but occasionally there are disasters, for example, the bride’s wedding dress is too big or the groom forgets to order a cake.
Relocation, Relocation
This show follows people deciding on a new place to live in the UK. They are filmed during the process of moving town and house. For viewers who are going to move house soon, it’s really interesting to see flats and houses in different parts of the country.
Learner Drivers
This show follows people as they learn to drive. People are filmed while they fight with their driving instructors, test the patience of other motorists and pass or fail their driving test. Learning to drive is very stressful, as we can see in this programme.
Coppers
The show follows the daily lives of police officers (informally known as ‘coppers’) from different police forces around Britain. We see them in lots of different situations, such as riot control, city centre night-time policing, and responding to emergencies. Watching the police in action is absolutely fascinating!

THE BRITISH ARE PLAYING HAPPY ‘FRAMILIES’
‘You can choose your friends, but you can’t choose your family,’ the saying goes. Well, it seems that now you can, almost. In Britain, young people are increasingly combining the two and creating a ‘framily’, a mixture of friends and family.
In the past people usually kept friends and family apart. Just twenty-five years ago, according to research, 50% of people never mixed friends and family together, but that figure has fallen to 15%.
Now we think nothing of arranging evenings out with our sister, our best friend and a couple of workmates.
This new ‘framily’ structure is more common amongst the younger generation, who are starting their own families later and later. On average, women get married at 29 and men at 31 nowadays, compared with 23 and 25 in the 1960s. They also often live further away from their relatives, but still need and want a similar kind of support.
Annie, 26, says, ‘I have lots of friends and acquaintances, but I have three good friends who I consider to be like my family. We meet up at least once a week, and I will talk to them on the phone almost every day.’
Jon, 22, says, ‘When I moved to London my step-brother, Archie, was already living here. He introduced me to his friends and now they’re all like family.’
And, Sheila, 29, made a new friend quite unexpectedly. ‘When Steve and I decided to get married, I was quite worried about meeting his mother. But we got on really well, and now my mother-in-law is my new best friend!’
According to research, six in ten adults consider their parent to be a friend. One in four spends more time with friends than relatives, and 67% consider their best friend to be like a member of the family.
The study of 1,000 adults said the average ‘framily’ contains between five and twenty people.

A scheme especially for pensioners was introduced by Gateshead Council earlier this year It’s called the “Over 60s Shopping Line” and it allows elderly people to order anything from a bag of chips to chemist’s products from their own homes. 3 ___. At the touch of a button, they car order any one of 1,000 items at the town’s main supermarket and a range of other items from the local baker and chemist. The goods are delivered to their home within a few hours and this service is completely free.
A similar scheme in Birmingham was started last year through British Telecom, the company which runs the national telephone service. This scheme is called “Club 403” and it is available to anyone with a telephone who pays extra for British Telecom’s special information service. “Club 403” allows you to use your telephone to contact the local hypermarket’s computer. Information is displayed on your television screen and orders can be placed for any of 10,000 goods stored on the computer. 4 ___.
“Club 403” has proved extremely useful to many a busy working person and parent. Members of the club use their telephone and television set to order groceries, frozen food, fresh food and vegetables, bread and meat. They choose what they want, when they want to have it delivered (day or evening) and the delivery service is free. 5 ___. 
For people who live in south London, there’s a scheme called “Shopping Link” which promises all the advantages of a supermarket – such as low costs, variety, freshness and quality, together with a delivery service up to ten o’clock at night.
