ABSTRACT

The master's thesis deals with the study of word order in the diachronic
context. In particular, it examines the phenomenon of grammaticalisation, which is
important for understanding the development of the English language. The first
chapter also analyses the factors that influenced the grammaticalisation of word
order. Linguistic and extra-linguistic factors are distinguished.

The second section is devoted to the analysis of word order and its changes in
the course of historical development of the English language. Examples from literary
monuments of different historical periods (Old English, Middle English and Early
New English) are given. The third section presents recommendations for the

formation of grammatical competence in teaching word order.
