ABSTRACT

The topic of the work is focused on productive ways of forming new words in
modern English, in particular, the use of shortenings in newspaper and journalistic
texts.

The qualification work consists of an introduction, three parts, conclusions to
each part, general conclusions, and a list of references (51, including 16 in a foreign
language). The total volume of the work is 67 pages.

In the first part, based on the analysis of scientific sources on the research
topic, the essence of key concepts is revealed; the chronological periodization of the
emergence of contractions in the English language is considered.

The second part of this thesis analyzes the classification of shortenings and
reveals their peculiarities in modern English; experimentally establishes the
expediency and range of use of shortenings in the texts of the newspaper and
journalistic style of modern English.

The third part is devoted to the methodological aspects of word formation in
the educational process, which analyzes the most common shortenings in the field of
education; the methodology of working with periodicals in English lessons is
presented.

The results of the study show that shortenings are the most productive type of
word formation at the present stage of development of the English language and are

quite common in newspaper and journalistic publications.
