ABSTRACT

This diploma is devoted to the study of lexical and syntactic means of
representation of English-language statements in prose literature.

The aim of the study is to theoretically substantiate the foundations of the
communicative organization of English-language utterances by lexical and syntactic
means, to analyse the use of lexical and syntactic means in prose literature.

In accordance with the aim, the following research tasks are defined:

1. To investigate the theoretical foundations of modality as the basis for
structuring communicative utterances in English and to highlight the ways of
expressing this category.

2. To investigate the means of expressing the structure of communicative
statements in an English text and to determine the role of lexical, syntactic and modal
means in a literary text.

3. Practically explore the use of lexical and syntactic means in prose literature.

4. To make a selection of tasks for senior pupils of general secondary education
institutions using lexical and syntactic means in prose literature.

The object of the study is lexical and syntactic means used in English-language
statements in prose literature.

The subject of the study is the analysis of lexical and syntactic means used to
express and create English-language statements in prose literature.

The study of lexical means of expressing communicative organization allows
us to clarify how words and phrases affect the perception of a message and the
transmission of intonation and emotional tones in speech. Also, the study of the
thematic components of an English utterance is important because it helps to
understand how certain topics, contexts and situations influence the choice of
modalities and lexical expressions. All these aspects of the research point to an
innovative approach to understanding and analysing the language structure through

the prism of modality and lexical and syntactic means in English.
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The master's thesis consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions to
each chapter, general conclusions, and a list of references (52, including 31 in a

foreign language). The total volume of the work is 78 pages.
