The job is devoted to the issue of the emotional space of journalistic text in
English-language women's magazines.

The relevance of the problem and its insufficient study led to the choice of
the research topic.

This thesis aims to investigate the features, to determine the functions and
main linguistic creations of emotional space in English-language women's
magazines.

In order to achieve this aim, the following objectives have been set:

1. Based on the analysis of scientific sources, reveal general information
about the concepts of "emotional space” and "journalistic text".

2. To investigate ways and means of expressing the category of emotionality
in English-language women's magazines.

3. Find out the linguistic means of creating an emotional space.

4. To determine the methodological aspects of teaching the use of
emotionality in oral and written speech in English lessons.

The object — matter of the research is a category of emotionality in
journalistic text.

The subject — matter is ways and means of verbal description of
emotionality in women's magazines.

The scientific novelty of the work is that in the course of the research
consists in the fact that the essence of the concept of “emotional space” was
clarified during the research; the functions of emotional space in journalistic texts

are singled out; approaches to emotionality from the point of view of various



sciences are investigated.

The practical value of the research is that the results of the work can serve
as a basis for a more detailed analysis of the representation of emotions in
journalistic style texts in the original language; in use in the educational process
during the teaching of educational components "Analytical reading”, "Stylistics",
etc.

The diploma consists of the introduction, two chapters with conclusions,
general conclusions and the biography list (50 entries). The textual part of the
paper comprises 67 pages; the overall number of pages is 72 pages.

The first chapter provides theoretical foundation for the study. It defines the
concept of emotional space, discusses its functions and features, and reviews the
existing research on the topic.

The second chapter introduces a concept of English-language women's
magazines. The conceptis analyzed to identify the main linguistic features used to
create emotional space in these magazines.

The third chapter discusses the findings of the study. It summarizes the
main findings of the analysis, discusses their implications for the study of

emotional space in publicistic text, and suggests directions for further research.
