ABSTRACT

The research is dedicated to the analysis of the features of
incorporating elements of socio-emotional learning in teaching English
for students pursuing degrees in non-linguistic specialties. The master's
thesis consists of three chapters. The first chapter presents theoretical
concepts based on reviewed scientific literature and articles, specifically
the fundamental notions and aspects of socio-emotional learning, the role
of the teacher in psychosocial support for students in English language
classes, and an analysis of strategies for integrating socio-emotional
learning content into the process of teaching English for students in non-
linguistic specialties. The results of the analysis of a set of skills and
competencies according to the socio-emotional and ethical learning
model, as well as the lexical-grammatical inventory for its development,
corresponding to the B1+-B2 level on the global scale of language
proficiency, are presented in the second chapter. The third chapter of the
thesis is dedicated to methodological approaches and techniques for
implementing elements of socio-emotional learning in teaching English
for students in non-linguistic specialties.
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
